“Last year entrants
were invited to submit
prototypes of a salt and
pepper set. This year
the theme of Flame elic-
ited an eclectic range of
candle holders, lamps
and oil burners,” she
says.

Susan and Jens cre-
ated a striking candle-
holder aimed at cele-
brating and maximising
the play between light

and dark.

“The dramatic can-
dle holder is construc-
ted out of layers of met-

.al spaced in order to al-

low the candle’s light
through the slices of
metal,” says Susan.
“We like to push
the boundaries on the
design side because we
do not always have the
opportunity to do that
with architectural jobs,”
says Jens. If they win

the Metal competition
they will receive
R50 000 in prize mon-
ey and their design will
be manufactured by
Carrol Boyes and dis-
tributed in all her stores.

Both Susan and Jens
are qualified architects
and they run a small ar-
chitectural practice
from their home in Deer-
ness.

Towards the end of
last year their design for
the Statue of Freedom
at Nelson Mandela bay
in Port Elizabeth was
selected from 107 en-
tries worldwide.

“It was one of the
most exciting and chal-
lenging projects we
have ever ventured
upon,” says Jens.

“We were a profes-
sional team of 23. Eve-
rybody was involved in
the physical building of
the model.

“We all worked ex-
tremely hard but it was
definitely worth every
second,” he says.

Their prototype for
the Metal 2006 compe-
tition will be on display
in the Carrol Boyes
store in Brooklyn Mall
from April 7 to 17.
